This machine circulates your blood and supplies
oxygen to your blood during heart surgeries.
The heart never leaves the body during operation.

1. The surgeon spiits the breastbone ta reach
the heart.

2 Tubes are placed n the biggest veins and
arteries near the heart and tonnected to
the heart-hang bypass machine.

3. Machine pumps the patient's entire blood
‘volurme thiough tubling, acting a% the
tempoeary heart and ungs.

4 When the surgery on the heart s complete.
the heart i restarted and the patient
is removed from the heartlung machine.
‘The breastbone is permanently wired
back together

VALVE REPLACEMENT

This is the most common procedure to fix a

damaged or leaky valve. The damaged valve is
removed and the new valve sutured into place.

VALVE REPAIR

In certain circumstances, a damaged or leaky
valve can be repaired using a heart ring instead
«of a valve replacement.
